Coverage includes literature from all over the world - Africa, Asia, Australia, Europe and North and South America. Linguistics and language materials include history and theory of linguistics, comparative linguistics, semantics, stylistics, syntax, and translation. Other topics represented in the bibliography are literary theory and criticism, dramatic arts (film, radio, television, theatre), teaching of language and literature, rhetoric and composition, and history of printing and publishing. The MLA International Bibliography covers more than 4,400 academic journals; it indexes more than 65,000 books and articles annually for a total of more than 1.6 million records.
Integration with Literature Online
The MLA International Bibliography from Chadwyck-Healey will be compatible with all outbound linking standards to ensure immediate access to full-text journal subscriptions. Other benefits include:
· Complete coverage of all date ranges, currently 1963 to 2004 (some records may date from before 1963). The electronic file will be extended back to 1926 in 2005.
· Searching of all MLA specialist index fields
· Easy-to-browse MLA thesaurus and descriptors for specialist index fields
· Ability to save searches and email records, with access to your search history, selected records and marked list 

The database will also be available a premium module for Literature Online subscribers, who will also benefit from full integration with the database and features such as:
· My Archive: bookmark links, save searches, sign up for the Literature Online author alerting service, email records and articles and export citations to bibliographic software packages
· Immediate access from MLA citations to full-text journal articles in Literature Online
· Integration with the extensive library of primary works and criticism and reference sources available in Literature Online
